The Institute also runs a six-month part-time programme at the SQC & OR Units at Hyderabad and Bangalore called Part-time Certificate Course in Statistical Quality Control. 

A total number of 9,100 candidates applied for admission were called for written selection tests for various courses. Admission tests were conducted at 22 different centers all over the country. A total of 7,108 candidates finally appeared for admission tests and a total of 572 candidates qualified in the written tests, and were called for interviews. Based on the performance in the written tests, interview and the academic records, 214 candidates were offered admission to various courses during the academic session under review.
The annual examinations for all the regular courses offered during 2006-2007 were held during May 2007. The 2007-08 academic session commenced on 16th July, 2007.
The number of candidates admitted to the different degree, associateship courses and in Junior Research Fellowship during 2007-2008 and the number of students passed in the annual examinations in 2007, are given in Table 1.
Two quiz competitions were organized as a part of Platinum Jubilee celebrations of the Institute. The first one, an inter-university/institute event, was held on October 5, 2007 with Mr. Harsha Bhogle as the Quiz Master. A total of 55 teams participated in the Quiz Competition from all over the country.
The second one was an inter-school event, held on January 16, 2008 with Derek Obrien’s group as the Quiz Conductor. A total of 106 teams participated. Both the Quiz events turned out to be a great success.

INTERNATIONAL STATISTICAL EDUCATION CENTRE (ISEC)
The International Statistical Education Centre (ISEC), Kolkata, was founded in 1950 through the initiative of Professor P.C. Mahalanobis, ISEC was opened in Kolkata by the agreement between the International Statistical Institute and the Indian Statistical Institute. At present the Centre is run by the Indian Statistical Institute (ISI) under the auspices of Government of India. The Centre functions under a joint Board of Directors under the Chairmanship of Professor C.R. Rao. The Board of Directors consists of members from Government of India and Indian Statistical Institute.
Since inception, the Centre has been providing training in theoretical and applied statistics at various levels to selected participants from the countries in the Middle-East, South and South-East Asia, the Far-East and the Commonwealth countries in Africa. A major training programme of the Centre is a 10-month regular course in Statistics leading to Statistical Training diploma. In addition, special courses on different topics of varying duration are also organized.
The announcement of the 61st term Regular course was issued from the Centre at Kolkata. Prospectus and application forms were distributed from Kolkata. A number of prospectus and application forms were also distributed through ITEC, Ministry of External Affairs, Government of India. The Governments of different countries were invited to nominate suitable candidates for training at the Centre. The applications for admission were forwarded to the Centre through the respective Indian Missions. On behalf of the Board of Directors, the Member-Secretary shouldered the responsibilities of selecting the candidates for the 61st Term ISEC regular Course. This year only 7 trainees from 4 countries, namely Afghanistan (4), Ivory Coast (1), Cuba (1), and Mongolia (1) joined the Course. Of the 7 trainees, 4 trainees from Afghanistan were supported by fellowship of Asian Development Bank (ADB) and other three trainees were awarded ITEC/SCAAP fellowships by the Government of India.
One of the reasons for the sudden drop of the number of trainees in the Regular Course is that the candidates failed to apply sufficiently in advance of the date of starting of the respective course. In fact, apart from these 7 applications, we received 18 applications (advance copy) of which 10 were from Bangladesh, 7 from Myanmar and 1 from Grenada. However the advance copies were received through email just a few days before the course started.
Beside Regular Course ISEC also conducts special courses of various durations. This year we have a batch of 14 trainees from Maldives in the special course of 8 month duration on “Basic Statistics” starting from 1 December 2007.
The trainees were provided with computer facilities and internet connections in the ISEC PC room and in the ISEC hostel. They had access to the books of our ISI library.
Steps are being taken towards construction of a new international building at the 202 B.T. Road campus of the ISI, which will include the ISEC hostel, class rooms, offices, etc. Professor C. R. Rao was also very keen to see that the ISEC trainees enjoy a comfortable stay in the hostel and get state-of-the-art training here. In fact he came to Kolkata, spent a day with the trainees and facilities enjoyed by the trainees.
The 62nd Term Convocation of the ISEC Regular Course was held on 27 March 2008 in the Geology Auditorium of the Institute at Kolkata. Professor S. K. Pal, Director, Indian Statistical Institute, presided over the meeting and delivered the welcome address. Prof. Ashish Bose, Honorary Professor, Institute of Economic Growth, was the Chief Gust and delivered the valedictory address. Professor Pronab Sen, Chief Statistician of India and Secretary, Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation, was the Guest of Honor and delivered a speech addressing the outgoing trainees who received “Statistics Training Diploma”. All the seven trainees received Diploma.
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
