Budget and Finance

For the year 2007-2008, Section 8(1) Committee recommended Rs.5245 lakhs (Government Grant Rs.5055 lakhs and ISI internal receipt Rs.190 lakhs) under Non-Plan (BE) and Rs.3200 lakhs under Plan (BE). The Government approved a sum of Rs.5056.05 lakhs and of Rs.2608 lakhs for Non-Plan and Plan expenditure respectively. At the revised estimate stage, the Institute sought for a grant of Rs.5713.85 lakhs and Rs.2749.35 lakhs under Non-Plan and Plan respectively which also recommended by the Section 8(1) Committee. The Government sanctioned a grant of Rs.5395.47 lakhs (including the unutilized amount of Rs.279.47 lakhs during the financial year 2006-2007) under Non-Plan and the Plan RE allocation was fixed at Rs.2749.11 lakhs (including the unutilized amount of Rs.225.35 lakhs during the financial year 2006-2007). The expenditure during report was well within the budget allocation sanctioned by the Government. The Audited Annual Accounts of the Institute for the year 2007-2008 have been furnished in Part IV of this report.

Major Construction / renovation works taken up by the Institute during 2007- 08 

Kolkata

Construction of Platinum Jubilee Academic Building at ISI

The Institute started the work of construction of Platinum Jubilee Academic Building during the year 2006-07. The piling work was completed during 2006-07. The structural work of the building has been completed during this year. The finishing works are in progress. The work of interior partitioning, lift, fire fighting, air conditioning are being taken up during this year.

Construction of ‘D’ type Staff Quarters at Deluxe Garden Campus

The Institute took the work of construction of D type Staff Quarter at Deluxe Garden Campus during the year 2006-07 and executed the piling work. The building has been completed in all respects during this financial year and taken over the position for necessary use by the Institute.

Underground Motorable Subway between 202 North and 202 South Campus of the Institute

The Institute took the construction of motorable subway between the 202 North and 202 South campus of the Institute in view of avoiding the entry through B.T. Road which is having a huge traffic at all the time, safety ongoing ISEC Building and other future construction works.

Construction of ISEC Building at 202 Campus

The Institute took the construction of ISEC Building at 202 campus with an intention of providing all the facilities under one roof. The building will be having the academic activities, accommodation for the students, visiting faculty etc.

Renovation of 4th floor (East) of R.A. Fisher Bhavan for BIRU

The Institute took the renovation of the 4th floor (East) of the R.A. Fisher Bhavan for providing the necessary infrastructure to the new constituted “Bayesian Interdisciplinary Research Unit”.

Renovation of Medical Welfare Unit (Platinum Jubilee Programme)

The Institute took the renovation of the existing Medical Welfare Unit at 205 campus for providing the necessary modern infrastructure to cater the need of the present situation.

Landscaping works in the Baranagar Campus

The Institute took various landscaping works like piling and fencing of the ponds at 205 & 206 campus to add the beauty to the ambience of the Institute.

Major Renovation Works in the campus

The Institute took the various major repair and renovation works in the campus namely outside repairing and renovation works in the campus namely outside repairing & Painting of (a) P.N. Haksar Bhavan, (b) Bank & Post Office Building, (c) Residential Building No. 5 & 6 (d) C.V. Raman Hall (New Boys’ Hostel), (e) Irene J. Curie Hall, (f) Neils Bohr Hall.

Major renovation of the buildings including roads

The Institute took the renovation of the existing roads in the 205 & 206 campus of the Institute for providing better accessibility and improvement of the roads.
